Dear NICHES members and friends,  

 W e have a challenge before us as we support our mission to preserve natural lands. 

Our 2011 year end solicitation is focused on two properties, Mulvey Pond and 

The Ranch. Over the last few years NICHES has had the ability to acquire properties with the 

help of donations and grants from foundations. But now our Challenge is to raise $95,000 for 

these two new properties. The good news is that close to half, $46,000, has already been 

raised by generous donations from the:  

 Roy Whistler Foundation 

 Community Foundation of Greater Lafayette 

 McAllister Foundation  

 The Sycamore Audubon Society  

 Several private contributions  

This means we need to raise $49,000 to add these two properties to our protected lands.   

 Mulvey Pond, 52 acres located on US 231 a half mile north of US 52, has one of the 

largest wetland basins in Tippecanoe County. The site is home to sandhill cranes, multitudes of 

ducks in the spring and shorebirds in the fall. Close to West Lafayette, this site will have hiking 

trails on the land for wildlife observation. 

 The Ranch is located in Jasper County, a half mile south of Jasper-Pulaski Fish and 

Wildlife Area. Jasper-Pulaski is home to the largest gathering of greater sandhill cranes in the 

world, diverse reptile and amphibian populations, and rolling sand savannas and wetlands. The 

Ranch will be NICHES’ first addition to this national treasure.  

 Long term conservation requires strategic planning and NICHES strives to do this by 

acquiring fee title of land or ownership. The land cost is only the first step in responsibly 

managing habitats into perpetuity. The initial stewardship cost and the estimated cost of  

property maintenance into the future are factored into the total purchase price.  

 Over the last 26 years NICHES has always raised the necessary funds to purchase our 

properties. These two will be no exception. Join the Board of Directors and staff and pledge to 

help us purchase Mulvey Pond and The Ranch. Please pass this on to others who hike and visit 

NICHES properties, or let us know and we will send them information.
